Grants, Funding and Opportunities

Enabling Accessibility Fund: $500,000 to $1,000,000 in funding for accessibility upgrades
Application period is open until March 12, 2026

Rural Ontario Development Program: 35% of eligible costs, up to $10,000 in funding
Application period is open until February 26, 2026

Ontario Trillium Foundation Capital Grants: $10,000 to $200,000 in funding
Application period is from February 4, 2026, to March 4, 2026

Community Foundation Grants: Funding available for charitable organizations
Application period is from February 2, 2026 to March 20, 2026

Market Diversification & Trade Resiliency: Funding for ag-producers and processors
Applications open February 17, 2026 to March 17, 2026

Consumer Price Index: 2025 Annual Review

The cost of living for the average Canadian increased by 2.1 percent in 2025. Statistics
Canada says while this is the lowest annual average Consumer Price Index (CPI) increase
since 2020, prices have increased by 19.9% over the past five years. The price of groceries
increased by 3.5% in 2025 with items like coffee (+20.3%), frozen beef (+13.5%), and
confectionary seeing the largest increases. Prices for food purchased from restaurants
increased by 2.6% on average. The national statistics agency also notes that rent prices
across Canada increased by 5 percent (compared to 8.2% in 2024), however the trend has
still seen rental costs increase by 28.5% since 2020.
